Today, about 168,000,000 children can’t go to school in the world. What do they do every
day? Many of them have to work. Sometimes they work ten hours a day and get about fifty

yen'for it. They are often in the negative spiral of poverty. What is (Dthe negative spiral of

poverty? If children can’t go to school, they can’t read or write. If they can’t do that, they
can’t learn necessary things to work. If they can’t do that, they can’t get better jobs when
they grow up. If they can’t do that, they will get just a little money. If they do that, their
families will become poor; and their children will have to work. Then, they can’t go to school.
This spiral“continuesfor a very long time, and it is very ( @ ) to get out of it.

Let’s look at an example in India. In India, many children worked to help their families by
making soccer balls. A girl, ®Sonia, began making soccer balls when she was five years old.
Her father couldn’t work because he had to take care of her sick mother. Sonia got up early
and did housework'for her family until seven o’clock in the morning. After that, she made
soccer balls until five in the evening. Making a ball with her small hands took a long time. So
she could make only two balls a day. She could get only about fifty yen by making two balls.
So her family was always ( @ ). When she was seven, she couldn’t see any more because
she worked very hard in a darkroom every day. But she didn’t stop making soccer balls for
her family.

(®In 1996, when Sonia was eleven, an NGO saved her. Then, people in other countries

learned that many soccer balls were made by small children in India. Many soccer fans said
that everyone loves soccer and it should make children happy. Many people thought that
they should do something for children like Sonia. Schools for children from poor families
were ®( build ) by many NGOs. Many people stopped buying soccer balls if they found that
those balls were made by children in India. Many children in India have stopped working
and now they .

We should try to learn more about this problem. I hope all children in the world can go to
school and live happy lives.
